 -4 Cylinder Car 

 -6 Cylinder Car 

 -V8 Car 

 -2x4 Mini/SUV 

 -4x4 Mini/SUV 

 -Full Size Trucks 

 

General Rules: 
1. All drivers must fill out an entry form/attend drivers meeting.  

2. Hoods must be open for inspections. 

3. All drivers must wear full length pants/long sleeved shirts. Full length helmets, 
eye protection & seatbelts required. FIRE SUIT RECOMMENDED 

4. Any Fire will result in automatic disqualification.  

5. If a vehicle is rolled over and judges agree it is safe to keep going, you will be put 
at the back of the race. If a vehicle is rolled over a 2nd time, it will result in 
automatic disqualification. 

6. All heats will be 5 lap Races with no more than 8 vehicles per race. All features 
will be 10 laps with no more than 12 vehicles per race. (Subject to change based 
on number of vehicles per class.) NO CONSOLATION RACES All restarts will be 
single file. 

7. Any intentional wrecking or taking someone out on purpose will result in 
disqualification. This will be under the discretion of Judges.  

8. Any un-sportsman-like conduct from Driver or Crew Member will not be 
tolerated. You and your crew will be asked to leave and not be welcome at any 
more 76 Motorsports events. 

9. If any controversy arises, we will hold checks until we have a chance to review 
tape. Judges will only speak to the Driver on the said matter. ALL JUDGES 
DESCIONS ARE FINAL.  

10. Prize Money Guaranteed based on 5 cars per class.  

11. Anyone caught drinking/under the influence prior to the race will be disqualified.  

 

 



Build Rules: 
1. Halo and door bar MANDATORY for ALL classes. Roll cages must be fastened to the 

frame or floor. Minimum of 4-points required. 

2. BUMPERS: All homemade bumpers MUST be tapered back and capped. No wider 
than the wheels. OEM Bumpers are allowed. No points added to any bumper.  

3. Any mass-produced Car, Pickup, Suburban, SUV, Minivan allowed. No bigger than 1 
ton. No fiberglass bodies allowed. No dune buggies are allowed.  

4. Vehicles must be stock appearing other than bumper.  

5. Seatbelts required. Stock or aftermarket ok. 

6. All Vehicles must have a Legible Number sign on roof. PLEASE make this number 
standout and easy to read to help prevent scoring infraction. No class will be 
allowed to have multiple of the same number. Call or text ahead to register for any 
show & reserve your number. 

7. No glass is allowed other than windshield. If windshield is removed, you are 
required to have 3 bars from the roof to the Cowel in window opening.  

8. Doors must be secured shut. Rub Rail is allowed. No sharp edges.  

9. Stock OEM suspension in stock location.  

10. Any DOT tire is allowed. No implement tires. NO SPLIT RIMS 

11. Stock Radiator, Stock Location. Radiator protectors are allowed; not to strengthen 
vehicle- to protect radiator only. 

12. Battery May be moved to inside of vehicle but must be secured tight. NO BUNGY 
STRAPS. 

13. GAS TANKS: Gas tanks and fuel lines may remain in stock location if: Cars- 
Vertically above or ahead of rearend and between frame rails.  Trucks- between 
frame rails; skid plate recommended. 

14. Any holes in the firewall need to be covered. 

15. Tailgates, Hatches, Trunks must be chained or welded shut.  

16. Truck cabs may be welded or bolted on. 

17. Headers are ok. 

18. Trans-coolers are ok. 

19. Welded rear-ends are allowed. 

20. Shifters may be altered. 

21. Hoods must have a Firehole. Hoods must be bolted shut. Factory latches must be 
removed in case of fire.
